SUBJECT: VRA 2019C Tax Exempt Bond Requisition #16

Background

The Public Safety Radio Replacement project as approved in the FY 2020 CIP is being financed
with debt issued through Virginia Resources Authority, which closed on November 20, 2019. As
you are aware, this financing has several components. The 58,623,554 Series 2019C Lease
Revenue Bond is tax exempt, and the 51,528,895 Series 2019C Lease Revenue Bond is taxable.
The IRS distinction between taxable and tax exempt bonds is the end use of those funds. The
taxable funds will be used for any tower construction that could be potentially used for private

purposes (i.e. broadband) and the tax-exempt funds will be used for governmental purposes (i.e.
Radio Project).

Tax Exermnpt Requisition #16 requests payment to Federal Engineering, Inc., for consulting services
during March 2021 and Radio Communications of Virginia for a marine radio installation at
Company 2. The invoices are attached for your review.
