Heather Barrar of the Friends of the Lower Appomattox Riveresented the following for Board approval.
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RESOLUTION
Appomattox River Trail

WHEREAS, the Appomattox River was designated a State Scenic River in 1977 and the
designation was extended in 1998 and 2011 and to include 19.2 miles of river from 100 feet
below the Brasfield Dam to the confluence with the James River, passing through the
jurisdictions of Chesterfield County, Dinwiddie County, the City of Petersburg, the City of
Colonial Heights, Prince George County and the City of Hopewell; and

WHEREAS, the State Scenic River designation recognizes the natural beauty and the
historical significance of the Appomattox River; and

WHEREAS the Appomattox River and the Lake Chesdin Reservoir comprises nearly 15
miles of the northern border of Dinwiddie County; and

WHEREAS, in 1997, the Mational Park Service and the Crater Planning District
Commission convened a series of meetings to develop the Appomattox River Corridor Plan
funded by the Virginia Coastal Zone Management Program that recommend the river corridor
should be used as both a land and water trail and in 2002 a study by the Virginia Tech
Community Design Assistance Center further refined the concepts; and

WHEREAS, the Friends of the Lower Appomattox River (FOLAR) was established in 2000
in partnership with the Crater Planning District Commission and all & jurisdictions of the lower
Appomattox River with the mission of working in partnership with communities to conserve
and protect the Appomattox River for all to enjoy; and

WHEREAS, the Cameron Foundation funded the development of the Appomattox River
Master Plan and Signage Plan that was completed in 2017 and adopted by FOLAR and the
Crater Planning District Commission in the same year; and

WHEREAS, the Appomattox River Trail will be a 22-mile shared use path serving walkers,
bicyclists, the physically challenged and other non-motorized users; and

WHEREAS the Appomattox River Trail system will also provide river access for paddle
craft, swimming and wading as well as places for fishing, picnicking and other passive recreation
pursuits; and

WHEREAS, the history and habitat of the Appomattox River will be preserved and
interpreted serving as an outdoor classroom for students of all ages; and

WHEREAS, when completed, the Appomattox River Trail will link the & jurisdictions
along the river and increase transportation options while improving air quality, reducing
roadway congestion, offering boating and fishing access and encouraging ecotourism; and

WHEREAS, bicycle and pedestrian facilities can help curb a national epidemic of chronic
obesity and weight related diseases by providing a safe alternative than travel by car; and

WHEREAS, bicycle, pedestrian and water activities cultivate economic development and
create jobs, attract events and visitors to our region, connect communities and encourage a
better and more enjoyable and equitable quality of life for all citizens; and

WHEREAS, when complete, the Appomattox River Trail will provide connection to other
nationally and regionally significant trails such as the East Coast Greenway, the Ashland to
Petersburg Trail and the Capital Trail; and

WHEREAS, 5 miles of the Appomattox River Trail will run through Dinwiddie County,
including the western trailhead; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Dinwiddie Board of Supervisors, this 18th
day of June 2019, hereby supports the Appomattox River Trail Master Plan and Signage Plan
and commends the visionary approach of past planning efforts.

AND, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Dinwiddie County is committed to working FOLAR
and the localities of the Crater Planning District Commission and participating with national
organizations to create a connected regional asset thus setting an example for other counties
and cities.

AND, BE IT FURTHER RESOVLED that Dinwiddie County is committed to working with our
state and congressional representatives to support legislation promoting open space protection
and active, human powered transportation facilities for the betterment of our county, region,
state and country.

The County has been under contract with Emerson Metwork Power/ Liebert Services, Inc. for
UPS maintenance since 2016. Liebert is the sole source vendor for maintenance on the
County's UPS. The current contract will expire June 30, 2019. As of September 1, 2018, Libert
restructured and changed its name to Vertiv Corporation.

Actions

The County has negotiated a three-year contract for UPS Maintenance with Vertiv Corporation,
which includes annual payments and adds the new Public Safety Building UPS into the
maintenance agreement.

The Agreement is made this 18 day of June, 2019, by and between Vertiv Corporation, of
1050 Dearborn Drive, Columbus, OH 43085 (party of the first part, and hereinafter known as
“Contractor”), and the County of Dinwiddie, Virginia (party of the second part, and hereinafter known
as “County™).

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Virginia Public Procurement Act, County solicited a quote for UPS
Maintenance; and

WHEREAS, Contractor submitted a quote, consistent with the County’s needs; and
WHEREAS, Contractor was selected as the Sole Source Provider: and
WHEREAS, County has selected Contractor to provide maintenance;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits, promises, and undertakings, the
sufficiency and receipt of which are acknowledged, the following terms and conditions are agreed to by
the parties to this Contract:

1. Incorporation by Reference. The following are made a part hereof as if the same were fully set
forth herein, and if any discrepancies arise between the documents, they will prevail in the
following order: (1) this Contract including the General Terms and Conditions, (2) Contractor’s
quote dated December 18, 2018, and (3) Vertiv's Clarifications/Supplements To: UPS
Maintenance Contract. This procurement is governed by the Virginia Public Procurement Act
and the Dinwiddie County Purchasing Policies and Procedures. All terms and conditions of the
Act and the Policies and Procedures are hereby adopted and incorporated by reference herein.

2. Term of Contract. The term of this contract shall be for three (3) years beginning July 1, 2019
through June 30, 2022, with the option to cancel or modify the contract by the County upon
advanced written notification. The contract is subject to the availability of funds and annual
appropriations by the Board of Supervisors.
