2011 Legislative Priorities 
As you are aware, a committee was formed last month to develop the 2011 legislative priorities for the County of Dinwiddie.   The committee was comprised of Chairmen Moody, Vice Chairmen Stone, County Attorney Blair, Sheriff Rhodes, Commonwealth’s Attorney Caruso, Commissioner of the Revenue Stevens, Treasurer Jones, Clerk of the Court Chappell and me.  Attached to this memorandum you will find three separate documents for your consideration.  

First, the committee strongly believed that the Board of Supervisors needed to pass a set of guiding principles or overarching beliefs that could be simply articulated to our legislators rather than overwhelming them with countless position statements on each individual issue.  

Secondly, Vice-Chairmen Stone offered a recommendation on a new legislative item relative to the registration requirements of sexual violent predators.  In summary, this bill would require registrants to disclose all real property owned in the Commonwealth of Virginia, including property which they own jointly or through a corporation or partnership.  Access to the real property information must be available on the internet site maintained by the Virginia State Police.  The committee also believed that Mr. Stone’s recommendation had merit.   County Attorney Blair and I have met with Delegate Roslyn Dance regarding this proposed bill and she was interested in being its patron.  Attached, you will see the proposed language that County Attorney Blair and Deputy County Attorney Ray have drafted. 

Thirdly, I have included the 2011 Legislative Program from the Virginia Association of Counties.  This program was officially adopted by the VACo membership on November 9, 2010 at their annual meeting.  The committee recommended that VACo’s program be incorporated into our 2011 legislative priorities and officially adopted by the Board of Supervisors.
