CONTRACT

BRUSH UNIT FIRE APPARATUS

The Agreement is made this 22nd day of December, 2010, by and between Slagle Fire Equipment, of 1100 Bill Tuck Highway, South Boston, Virginia 24592 (party of the first part, and hereinafter known as “Contractor”), and the County of Dinwiddie, Virginia (party of the second part, and hereinafter known as “County”).


WHEREAS,  pursuant to the Virginia Public Procurement Act, County solicited bids for the construction of a brush unit fire apparatus on an owner-supplied 2011 Ford-450 chassis;  and


WHEREAS,  Contractor submitted a bid for same, consistent with the specifications in the Invitation for Bids;  and


WHEREAS,  Contractor was selected as the lowest responsive and responsible bidder;  and


WHEREAS,  County has selected Contractor for the construction of a brush unit fire apparatus on an owner-supplied 2011 Ford-450 chassis, according to the specifications in the Invitation to Bid;


NOW THEREFORE,  in consideration of the mutual benefits, promises, and undertakings, the sufficiency and receipt of which are acknowledged, the following terms and conditions are agreed to by the parties to this Contract:

1. Incorporation by Reference.  County’s Invitation For Bids (IFB #110710, release date November 7, 2010), including all related appendices and addenda; and Contractor’s bid response in its entirety dated December 9, 2010 are made a part hereof as if the same were fully set forth.  If any discrepancies arise between County’s Invitation For Bids and Contractor’s bid response, Contractor agrees to abide by County’s Invitation For Bids.

2. Time of Performance.  Contractor shall begin construction upon receipt of the 2011 Ford-450 chassis from County, with all work to be completed within forty-five (45) calendar days of such receipt.  TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE.  In the event the work is not satisfactorily completed within forty-five (45) calendar days of receipt of the 2011 Ford-450 chassis from County, Contractor may be subject to liquidated damages in the amount of $100.00 per day for each and every calendar day of delay beyond the time specified and as further specified in section 8.19 of County’s Invitation For Bid.
3. Costs.  Contractor agrees to perform all work and provide all equipment pursuant to this Contract for a sum no greater than SIXTY-THREE THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED TEN AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($63,510.00) (the “Contract Price”).  Payment shall be made to Contractor at its South Boston, Virginia office within thirty (30) days after receipt of invoice and after County has inspected and tested the brush unit fire apparatus and notified Contractor of its acceptance of the brush unit fire apparatus.
4. Notices.  Any notices required shall be in writing, unless otherwise permitted hereunder, and shall be deemed received five (5) days after mailing of same in the U. S. Mail with postage prepaid at the addresses set forth below or upon actual receipt:

Venue for any action arising out of the performance of this Contract shall be with a state or federal court with jurisdiction in Dinwiddie County, Virginia.  All pronouns used herein shall refer to every gender.  Headings or titles in this Contract are only for convenience and shall have no meaning or effect upon the interpretation of the provisions of this Contract.  This Contract is the entire agreement between the parties and may not be amended or modified, except by writing, signed by each party.  If any provision of this Contract is determined to be unenforceable, then the remaining provisions of this Contract shall be interpreted as in effect as if such unenforceable provision were not included therein.
