RESOLUTION

AGRICULTURE DISASTER DECLARATION


WHEREAS, agriculture is a vital element of the economic base of Dinwiddie

County; and


WHEREAS, weather conditions have created a drought seriously affecting the yields of crops and the available resources of the County are insufficient to cope with the effects of the drought; and


WHEREAS, the Virginia Cooperative Extension office has informed the County that total losses from drought conditions in Dinwiddie County are approaching the following levels: wheat (50%) loss; soybeans (full season) 40% loss; soybeans (double crop) 70% loss; corn (field) 75% loss; tobacco 20% loss; cotton 25% loss; peanuts 30% loss; vegetables 60% loss; forages 80% loss; and


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Dinwiddie County that the County Administrator is hereby directed to send The Honorable Bob McDonnell, Governor of the Commonwealth of Virginia, a copy of this resolution and hereby requests that Dinwiddie County be declared a drought disaster area for the agricultural industry and that all possible assistance be made available to farmers.
