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WATER AND SEWER EASEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, dated ___________________, 2010FILLIN, by and between the COUNTY OF DINWIDDIE, VIRGINIA, a political subdivision organized under the laws of the Commonwealth of VirginiaFILLIN,FILLIN and its successors and assigns, ("GRANTOR")FILLIN, and the DINWIDDIE COUNTY WATER AUTHORITY, a body politic and corporate organized under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, whose address is 23008 Airpark Drive, Petersburg, Virginia 23803 ("GRANTEE")FILLIN

WITNESSETH:  That for and in consideration of the sum of one dollar ($1.00), and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is acknowledged, GRANTOR grants and conveys unto the GRANTEE a perpetual easement to install, construct, maintain, inspect, operate, repair, alter, replace, and remove water lines, sewers, force mains, and other appurtenant facilities for the collection and transmission of sewage and other wastes and distribution of potable water, through said sewers, mains and water lines, within the easement across the property of the GRANTOR located in FILLIN the Rohoic District, Dinwiddie County, Virginia, together with all the rights and privileges hereinafter enumerated pertaining to the easement, FILLINincluding a temporary construction easement, all as more particularly described and indicated on a plat by Ronald H. Gordon & Associates, LLC, Land SurveyorsFILLIN, dated April 7, 2006FILLIN, entitled “PLAT SHOWING A PROPOSED EASEMENT ACROSS PROPERTY OWNED BY THE COUNTY OF DINWIDDIE AND ALONG ‘QUARRY LANE’ TO RTE. 226, IN ROHOIC DISTRICT, DINWIDDIE COUNTY, VIRGINIA” FILLINa copy of which is attached and to be recorded as a part of this easement agreement.

This easement is granted subject to the following conditions:

1.
All sewers, force mains, water lines and appurtenant facilities which are installed in the easement shall be and remain the property of the GRANTEE.

2.
At no time shall GRANTOR charge GRANTEE for the use of the property occupied by GRANTEE or for the privilege of exercising the rights granted under this agreement.

3.
GRANTEE, its agents and employees, for the purpose of inspecting, maintaining, or operating its facilities, shall have the right of ingress to and egress from the easement over the property of GRANTOR adjacent to the easement and lying between public or private roads and the easement, in such manner as shall occasion the least practicable damage and inconvenience to GRANTOR.  GRANTEE shall repair damage to roads, fences or other improvements caused by it, its agents or employees, while exercising this right of ingress and egress or shall pay GRANTOR for any damage done in the exercise of its right of ingress and egress, provided GRANTOR gives written notice thereof to GRANTEE within sixty days after such damage occurs.

4.
GRANTEE, its agents and employees, shall have the right to relocate within the easement, and to make additions, extensions, alterations, or substitutions therein, including the right to install additional lines in the easement, as GRANTEE may from time to time deem advisable or expedient.

5.
GRANTEE, its agents and employees, shall have such rights and privileges as may be reasonably necessary for the full enjoyment or use and for any of the aforesaid purposes of the easement herein granted.

6.
GRANTEE, its agents and employees shall have the right to alter or remove any structures or obstructions, natural or artificial, in the easement which it deems in any way to interfere with the proper and efficient construction, operation, or maintenance of the utilities in the easement; provided, however, that except for trees, limbs, and undergrowth, GRANTEE shall repair, restore, or replace all facilities currently located in the easement which may be disturbed, damaged or removed to as nearly as possible their original conditions.  GRANTEE shall remove all trash and other debris from the easement and shall restore the surface thereof to as nearly as possible its original condition.

7.
GRANTOR reserves the right to make use of the easement herein granted in a manner which is not inconsistent with the rights herein conveyed, or which does not interfere with the use of the easement by GRANTEE for the purposes of this agreement.  However, GRANTOR shall not erect any building or other structure, except a fence, on the permanent easement without obtaining the prior written approval of GRANTEE.  FILLINFurther, GRANTOR shall not erect any building or other structure, except a fence, on the temporary construction easement prior to or during construction of the utilities in the adjacent permanent easement.

8.
FILLINUpon completion of any construction, repair, alteration, replacement, or removal of sewer lines, water lines or appurtenant facilities, the temporary easement shall be inoperative and of no force and effect.

9.
This grant covers all the agreements between the parties, and no representation or statements, verbal or written, have been made which modify, add to, or change the terms of this agreement.

This conveyance is made expressly subject to all other easements and restrictions of record insofar as they may lawfully apply.
Pursuant to Resolution of the Board of Supervisors of Dinwiddie County, duly adopted on ____________________, 2010, this Water and Sewer Easement Agreement is executed on behalf of the County in accordance with Virginia Code §15.2-1803.
