ORDER TO ABANDON STATE ROUTES 9920, 9921 AND 9922

WHEREAS,  pursuant to Section 33.1-151 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, the Board of Supervisors of Dinwiddie County, Virginia gave notice at its Special Meeting on May 4, 2010 of its intent to abandon State Routes 9920, 9921 and 9922 as they serve no public necessity and are no longer necessary as a part of the Secondary System of State Highways;  and


WHEREAS,  pursuant to Section 33.1-151 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, such Notice of Intent to Abandon State Routes 9920, 9921 and 9922 was duly published on June 2, 2010 and on June 9, 2010 in The Monitor, a newspaper having general circulation in Dinwiddie County;  and

WHEREAS,  pursuant to Section 33.1-151 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, such Notice of Intent to Abandon State Routes 9920, 9921 and 9922 was duly posted on May 12, 2010 at the front door of the Dinwiddie County Courthouse;  and


WHEREAS,  pursuant to Section 33.1-151 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, such Notice of Intent to Abandon State Routes 9920, 9921, and 9922 was duly given on June 25, 2010  to the Commissioner of the Virginia Department of Transportation (Commonwealth Transportation Board);  and


WHEREAS,  no petition has been filed for a public hearing and the Board of Supervisors of Dinwiddie County, Virginia is satisfied that no public necessity exists for the continuance of State Routes 9920, 9921 and 9922 as public roads; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDERED by the Board of Supervisors of Dinwiddie County, Virginia that State Routes 9920, 9921 and 9922 are hereby abandoned.
