JULY 2010


The Board received the memo below from Anne Howerton, Division Chief of Finance and General Services.

The ambulance billing company, Diversified Ambulance Billing, has 136 patient accounts totaling $66,666.94 with dates of service from January 2008 – October 2008 which they have deemed to be uncollectible.  They would like approval from the Board to write these accounts off as bad debt.  DAB has followed their protocol of sending four bills to the patients, and they will turn these accounts over to the County if they aren’t approved for write off.  Almost all of these accounts are self pay.  Our recommendation is to write off the $66,666.94 as bad debt in keeping with the Board’s previous policy of writing off self-pay ambulance accounts.

6.A.  REPORT:  VIRGINIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (VDOT)

The Board received the information below from VDOT.  Mr. Massengill stated that he would receive any maintenance issues from the Board to pass along to VDOT.

Mr. Stone asked the following: the extent of the I-85 patch repairs - how far south; will they be done northbound, and if so, timing; the timeline for restriping of Claiborne Road; the schedule of completion of cutting of primary roads; and schedule for mowing of secondary roads.  He stated that he appreciates that the mowing path has been widened.

Mr. Haraway discussed the following: he received a letter from VDOT regarding Ferndale & River Road Intersection - some improvement has been made but he feels it is still not acceptable; the line was moved back 5 feet (originally was 20 ft.) – he feels it needs to be moved back further; individuals in the left-hand lane on River Road still have view blocked by the car in the right-hand lane; cars with a trailer or a truck making a left hand turn onto River Road off of Ferndale Road still do not have enough space because the line is too close; asking if the bank can be brought down a little more and the stop bar moved further back.


Mr. Massengill stated that bringing the bank down too far would get into utilities.  Moving the utilities is more expensive than a traffic light.  VDOT did indicate that they would move the stop bar, and they haven’t done that.  


Mr. Moody – stated that he had noticed that VDOT was cutting Rt. 460.

7.A.  ACTION ITEM:  ACCEPTANCE OF OLD McKENNEY ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

        PROPERTY 


John C. Blair II, County Attorney, presented the information below to the Board.
The Dinwiddie County School Board approved a Resolution on October 13, 2008 declaring the Old McKenney Elementary School property as surplus property and approving of the conveyance of the property to the county.  

At some time in the future, the County may wish to sell this property for economic development purposes or may wish to harvest and sell timber assets which may be located on the property.  This cannot be done until a deed is recorded in the Dinwiddie County Circuit Court establishing ownership in the County’s name.

Because the School Board received the property from multiple parties through several deeds dating back to 1924 and the boundary lines were unclear, it was necessary to obtain a complete title examination and to have a new survey done prior to drafting and executing a deed of conveyance.  Now that the title examination has been completed and the new survey has been provided, I have drafted a deed which the Chairman of the School Board has signed and is before you now.

Section 15.2-1803 of the Code of Virginia states that no deed shall be valid unless accepted by the locality.  I recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve and accept the conveyance with the following resolution:

This DEED, dated this 21st day of September, 2010, by and between the COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD OF DINWIDDIE COUNTY, VIRGINIA, also known as the DINWIDDIE COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD, a political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia, Grantor, and the COUNTY OF DINWIDDIE, VIRGINIA, a separate political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia, with an address of 14016 Boydton Plank Road, Dinwiddie, VA 23841, Grantee.

W I T N E S S E T H:


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 22.1-129 (A) of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, whenever a school board determines that it has no use for some of its real property, the school board may convey title to such real property to the county comprising the school division; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to §22.1-129 (A) of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, the Dinwiddie County School Board unanimously approved conveyance of the property described below to the County of Dinwiddie, Virginia, which approval was given at a regular meeting of said Board held on October 13, 2008 with a quorum of members present and voting, a copy of which is attached hereto as “Exhibit A”; and


WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Dinwiddie County School Board to properly evidence such conveyance with this Deed, said Deed to be duly recorded in the Deed Books of the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of Dinwiddie County, Virginia;


NOW, THEREFORE, that for and in consideration of the public interest to be served, Grantor does hereby grant and convey, with SPECIAL WARRANTY, unto Grantee the following described real property (“the Property):

Gail F. Vance, Human Resources Director, presented the information below to the Board.
BACKGROUND

The objective of the Personnel Manual is to provide a uniform system of personnel administration for the staff of the County, based on merit principles, equitable compensation, open competition in hiring and advancement, and equal employment opportunities.  It is the policy of the County to establish reasonable rules of employment conduct (i.e., guidelines for management and employees to follow) and to ensure compliance with these rules through a program consistent with the best interests of the County and its employees.

Section XX of the Personnel Manual “Modification of Policies” provides that the policies as a whole, or individually by section, may be modified, amended, or rescinded at the sole discretion of the County.

The County Administrator has the authority and responsibility for administering the personnel system established under these policies and for rendering interpretations.

REQUESTED ACTION

There are two personnel policy revisions for your consideration and approval this evening.  The first is a proposed amendment to the Personnel Manual of Section XI, subsection C – Drug & Alcohol Screening which adds “prior to hiring” and “on a random basis” as additional situations in which the county reserves the right to test all employees for the presence of controlled substances drug and alcohol.

The second policy revision for your consideration and approval is a Code of Conduct for Business Practices, which establishes guiding principles for expected business practices behavior of employees.

All Positions


The County reserves the right to test all employees, regardless of position, for the presence of controlled substances and/or alcohol under the following situations:

a. prior to hiring; 

b. on a random basis; 


b.
upon reasonable suspicion that an employee is using a controlled substance and/or alcohol or is under the influence of a controlled substance and/or alcohol; and


c.
upon returning to work after a serious on-duty or off-duty accident that involved the use of alcohol and/or a controlled substance or after the employee has tested positive for controlled substance or alcohol use while on duty. 


Code of Conduct for Business Practices

 General Overview

The County’s Code of Conduct for Business Practices provides guiding principles for expected business practices behavior.  The code applies to all County employees who manage, supervise or conduct County business, financial and administrative transactions and activities.

Roles and Responsibilities

Administration and staff holding positions of management or supervisory responsibility will support the Code of Conduct by: (1) informing employees under their responsibility about the Code of Conduct, (2) ensuring that all employees under their responsibility are aware of and have access to current policies and procedures and (3) promoting compliance with business practices and policies.  

Each County employee is responsible for complying with laws, policies and procedures applicable to his or her work.  Additionally, employees are responsible for staying current with applicable laws, policies, procedures and standards by attending training on a regular basis as prescribed by the County Administrator or his designated representative.

In all our business dealings County employees will:

· Perform the work of the County diligently, promptly and efficiently, while maintaining a respectful attitude toward employees, public officials, colleagues, associates and citizens.

· Evaluate decisions so that the best service or product is obtained at a minimal cost without sacrificing quality and fiscal responsibility.

· Exercise due diligence and control over the input, knowledge, preservation, output, and dissemination of information to which we are entrusted.

· Safeguard and be trustful stewards of the County’s resources of people, dollars, and property.

· Ensure the accuracy and integrity of all business and financial records and/or statements that reflect the business transactions of the County.

· Pledge that any expenditure of funds from County accounts under our responsibility is directed toward a County business purpose in accordance with policy and procedure.

· Immediately report any alleged or suspected fraud, waste and/or abuse of any County resources directly to the County Administrator.

· Retain and destroy all County records in accordance with appropriate record retention and disposition policies, procedures and rules including but not limited to the Virginia Freedom of Information Act.

· Protect and properly use County property, facilities, equipment and electronic systems by using them with care and respect, following County guidelines for their protection and maintenance, guarding against waste, fraud and abuse, maintaining a cost consciousness, and remaining alert to opportunities for improving performance and reducing costs.

· Avoid direct and indirect conflicts of interest relating to all financial, operational and administrative practices, including but not limited to procurement transactions between the County and its affiliated organizations.

· Maintain a safe working environment by complying with all environmental and workplace safety rules and by demonstrating a commitment to provide a productive work environment, one that is free from threats, intimidation and violence.

Reporting Requirements

Questions or interpretation and application of the Code of Conduct for Business Practices are handled through the County Administrator or his designated representative.  Employees must immediately report to the County Administrator or his designated representative any alleged or suspected violation of the Code of Conduct for Business Practices.  
7.D.  RESOLUTION ADDRESSING UNFUNDED MANDATES FOR PUBLIC EDUCATION

Mr. Stone suggested that if the Board agreed that in the paragraph stating “substantially reduce the current number of unfunded mandates” he would like to see it changed to “eliminate all unfunded mandates”.


Mr. Haraway agreed with Mr. Stone’s request.


Mr. Moody agreed and said this may get the State’s attention.  It was the consensus of the Board to change the resolution from “reduced” to “eliminate”.

ADDRESSING UNFUNDED MANDATES 
FOR PUBLIC EDUCATION IN VIRGINIA

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the County of Dinwiddie, Virginia, through  its Board of Supervisors and its School Board, to construct a balanced budget within the confines of available federal, state and local funds; and 

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Virginia provides direction to and imposes requirements on the public schools within the state; and 

 
WHEREAS, the FY 2010 Dinwiddie County School budget required cuts of $3.7 million from the previous year’s budget of $40.8 million to achieve a balanced budget; and 

 
WHEREAS, according to James Regimbal, Jr., reporting to the Virginia Association of Counties on June 17, 2010, “adopted FY 2011 K-12 state distribution from all funding sources is $512 million lower than this year’s adopted FY 2010 distribution”; and 

 
WHEREAS, Dinwiddie County has no reason to believe that state funding for K-12 education in FY 2012 will increase and may in fact decline; and 

WHEREAS, despite making substantial cuts in services and positions, the Dinwiddie County School Board is faced with the difficult choice of reducing educational programs or facing non-compliance with state regulations in this current difficult economy; and

WHEREAS, there is substantial need to ease burdens placed on all localities by Commonwealth-imposed unfunded mandates which force difficult choices between untenable tax increases or cuts in educational services for our children; and

 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Dinwiddie County Board of Supervisors requests that the Virginia Department of Education eliminate all unfunded mandates.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Virginia Department of Education delay implementation of all new unfunded mandates until the economy has substantially recovered.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Virginia Department of Education place a moratorium on penalties for noncompliance until the substantial recovery of the economy.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Virginia Department of Education shall reduce the need for locally-generated paperwork and statistics which do not provide actual benefit to students.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Virginia Department of Education align SOL testing schedules with federally-mandated testing in order to minimize the time students spend testing rather than learning.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that in agreement with the 2010 Legislative Policies of the Virginia Association of School Superintendents, “the state should assume a role of support and direction rather than one of punitive enforcement in accountability and accreditation”.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution shall be presented to Robert F. McDonnell, Governor of Virginia; State Senator Henry L. Marsh; Delegate Rosalyn R. Dance; U.S. Senator Mark R. Warner; U.S. Senator James Webb; Congressman J. Randy Forbes; the Virginia Board of Education; and the Virginia Department of Education.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR COMMENTS




W. Kevin Massengill, County Administrator, discussed the following:




The United Way kick-off campaign has begun. He and Chairman Moody have a meeting with the legislative leaders and the General Assembly for this region on Wednesday, September 29th, and he said he felt it would be appropriate to hand them a copy of the resolution that had just been adopted regarding unfunded educational mandates.



Regarding the water situation at Lake Chesdin, Mr. Massengill gave the following information: Mr. Massengill serves as the Board’s representative on the Appomattox River Water Authority, and Mr. Robert Wilson, Executive Director of the Dinwiddie County Water Authority, serves as the County’s primary representative on the South Central Wastewater Authority.  He discussed a meeting that was held the previous Thursday that was well attended by citizens from Dinwiddie and Chesterfield.  In 1964 Chesterfield, Dinwiddie, Petersburg, Colonial Heights and Prince George came together to form the Appomattox River Water Authority.  Since that time some significant improvements have been made to the overall quality and quantity of the water that could be discharged out of that facility and used for the municipalities for drinking water source, and sold to industries to help them with production.  The Authority is able to pull out 96 million gallons of water per day for sale to those five member jurisdictions (ninety-six million gallons is how much they can adequately treat to meet the Department of Health’s requirements for potable water).   Of which, Chesterfield County is the largest user of those five jurisdictions by the service agreement that was signed by all jurisdictions (66 million gallons a day).  Petersburg has 16 million gallons a day, Dinwiddie 6.48 million gallons a day, Colonial Heights 4.21 million gallons a day, and Prince George 2.75 million gallons a day.  Those are the allowable gallons.  What is actually being used by annual statistics for 2010 on average are as follows: Chesterfield – 19-25 million gallons per day; Petersburg – 4.7 million per day; Dinwiddie County – 1.3 million gallons per day; Colonial Heights – close to 2 million per day; and Prince George – about 600,000 gallons per day.  There have been days in which there have been some peaks, so annual and peak flow days have been looked at.  There has been conversation that Chesterfield has been pulling a lot of water out of the lake which is why the lake has been dropping so quickly.  Mr. Massengill stated that Chesterfield is using about 1/3 of what they could potentially pull out.  About four years ago Chesterfield County put in a larger water line (42 inch line) to service the Matoaca area paralleling River Road on the Chesterfield side up to Chesdin Landing. At the meeting the previous Thursday Mr. Roy Covington, Public Works Director of Chesterfield County, stated that the 42 inch water line is not turned on. The line was put in as a future investment to service River Road and the Matoaca area as it does more dense development.  Some minimum flow has to go through the line every day just to keep it usable, but service is limited. Mr. Massengill stated that pursuant to the permits, everything that leaves the Appomattox River Water Authority requires that water to be treated (untreated water cannot be pumped out of that reservoir to a another given location). 


Mr. Massengill stated that with the rate the lake is dropping, the County may be looking at emergency water restrictions by Friday.  That would mean that water would be limited to use for health and hygiene.  For business and industry, according to the drought restriction plan, all nonessential watering would stop.

RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF MID-ATLANTIC ADVANCED MANUFACTURING CENTER (MAMaC)

WHEREAS, in 2006 CSX retained the services of McCallum Sweeney Consulting, a site selection consulting firm that specializes in the identification of potential mega sites and the marketing of mega sites, to identify a viable mega site location in Virginia; and

WHEREAS, McCallum Sweeney identified one site for CSX in the Commonwealth of Virginia that had the potential to receive the certification of McCallum Sweeney; and

WHEREAS, the Mid-Atlantic Advanced Manufacturing Center (MAMaC) is located at Interstate 95, Exit 13 in Greensville County approximately three miles north of the City of Emporia along the CSX mainline rail; and

WHEREAS, all certification criteria including, but not limited to, the control of all real property, the provision of 2 million gallons per day of water and wastewater services, the provision of adequate vehicular access, electric, natural gas services and resolution of environmental issues were appropriately addressed to the satisfaction of McCallum Sweeney;  and

WHEREAS, McCallum Sweeney certified the MAMaC site on January 28, 2008 and MAMaC remains as the only mega site certified by McCallum Sweeney in the Commonwealth of Virginia as of this date; and

WHEREAS, the development of a mega site in Southside Virginia will have a transformational impact on the economic conditions of Dinwiddie County through the creation of new jobs, higher wages and increased business activity within the region; and 
WHEREAS, new marketing opportunities will be created for industrial sites within Dinwiddie County and the region for new businesses and industries wanting to locate near the mega site, increasing investment and job creation in the region; and
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Dinwiddie County Board of Supervisors recognizes the transformational benefits of the development of MAMaC to the citizens of Dinwiddie County and Southside Virginia; and

NOW, THEREFORE BIT IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Dinwiddie County Board of Supervisors supports the development of Mid-Atlantic Advanced Manufacturing Center as a regional economic development opportunity and supports the regional effort to secure grant funds from the Virginia Economic Development Partnership and Virginia Tobacco Commission to purchase and develop the MAMaC site.
